There are 16,436 steam engines in use, having a total
horsepower of 218,828, Many of the farms over 200
hectares in arca have steam power plants installed, and
187,000 horsepower of the total for stcam engines is
used on these large farms. Windmills are not very
important, amounting to 6,743, with a total horsepower
of 53,044 Water wheels are not employed much more
than windmills, the number of these listed being 9,896
with horsepower amounting to 79,168. In this class
of water-driven machinery was enumerated 3.175 water
turbines, with aggregate horsepower of 26,485,
Automotive Equipment—Tractors.

Only 1,438 farms are enumerated as having “agri-
cultural purpose trucks,” the number of these being
given as 1,539 or slightly more than one truck to the
small number of farmis so equipped. Their total horse-
power is given at 47,105.

The use of tractors is of course much more extensive,
but is probably considerably short of what it will be
in the coming years. The census lists 4,044 farms, us-
ing 44,053 tractors, having a total horsepower of
111,973. Of the farms equipped with tractors, 1,440
have an area of 200 hectares each and more, and these
large farms employ a total of 1,665 tractors, having a

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combined horsepower of 54,455. There appears to be
room for considerable expansion in the use of tractors,
and these machines would probably be used much more
than they are but for the large number of small farms
and the wide use of the electric motor, which can be
employed for miscellaneous farm work for which trac-
tors are ordinarily used in the United States.

Electric Motors Source of Power on Smaller Farms.

The electric motor is used more than any other type
of power equipment on German farms. A total of
746810 electric motors, having a combined horsepower
rating of 3,334,051 is employed. These motors repre-
sent 80 per cent of all of the power equipment used, and
the only exception to the overwhelming use of the elec-
tric motor is on farms having an area greater than 200
hectares. While the electric motor is the predominat-
ing source of power on farms under 2 hectares in ares,
the total horsepower used is small in comparison with
that used on the farms in the 50-hectare class, 90 per
cent of the power employed on these farms being pro-
vided by electric motors.

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THE FOREST OF SARDASHT

Consul Augustin William Ferrin, Tabriz, Persia

The only forest of present commercial consequence
in Persian Azerbaijan is that of on the
mountainous Turkish frontier, south of Urumia. It
has not, up to the present, been utilized except by the
local population, and such use has been wasteful.
During this last summer (1927) the Emir-i-Leshgar
(military commander) of Azerbaijan stated that hence-
forth the forest would be looked after as it should be.
Until now, the local inhabitants have used it without
control, until in the vicinity of villages it is practically
destroyed. In less accessible places it has gone com-

letely wild. Now a series of regulations has been
1ssued restricting the villages to the use of fallen or
dead trees as fuel, one-tenth of the branches and leaves
of old trees and the tops of the new grown trees for
fodder, and an amount of building wood authorized in
specific instances by the authorities. These privileges
agply only to forest within 14 versts (about 9 miles)
of villages. No trees may be cut down for any pur-
pose, anywhere, without particular permission, and on
all forest products a tax and profit must be paid to the
Government, by which the forest is owned. Penalties
for making fires in the forest, for mutilating trees,
unauthorized exploitation, etc., are provided.

Extent of Forest and Varieties of Trees. |

The extent of the Sardasht forest is officially stated
to be 800 square miles, of which about 25 per cent
consists of mature trees, 60 per cent of younger trees,

The “bokh ” yields wild plums which the villagers
dry and eat, and the “ chagala,” a bitter almond, is used
in making medicine. Branches of the “balalook,” 8
wild cherry tree, are used to make Persian pipe stems.
The “tirvee ” produces a red berry used as a laxative
Wild apricot, almond, and pear trees are cut for fire-
wood and for manufacture of charcoal.

Of bushes and shrubs, the “gavan” yields three
grades of gum tragacanth, which was formerly a prin-
cipal export of Azerbaijan and the production of
which, it is believed, can be largely increased under
proper supervision. Other shrubs and bushes give
products locally used or are burned as fuel.

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The Boom in the Latvian Timber Market

Commercial Attaché C. J. Mayer. Riga

An unusual revival of the Latvian timber trade is
noticed during the current year. All export lumber
sawed last year is reported as profitably sold. Lumber
merchants assert that even fourth-grade lumber found
a good market abroad.

The participation of timber buyers at the stumpage
auctions this year has never before been so lively and
bids often exceeded 170 per cent of the appraised value
of the trees. Lots which last year could not be sold
even upon reduction of the prescribed value are now
being easily sold with surpluses.

The prices paid for timber at the 1927 auctions rose

Actuslly, only about 75,000 krans has been collected
per annum, the foregoing figures being guesses at what
would have been received had the legal tax on all the
products been collected.

The capital value of the oak trees of the forest is
estimated at from $0.40 for young trees to $10 for
mature timber.

Transportation of Timber.

Transportation of timber from Sardasht is simple.
It is floated down the Soujboulak River, which ap-
proaches to within 10 miles of the forest, in the spring,
when the snows melt, to Hayderabad on Lake Urumia,
where there is a pier. The river’s banks are hard and
afford ample facilities for storage between shipping
seasons. From Hayderabad the wood is barged across
Lake Urumia to Sherifkhana, where it meets a branch
of the Tabriz-Julfa Railway, the rail distances being
about 30 miles to Tabriz and 50 to Julfa on the Russian
border. The lake distance from Hayderabad to She-
rifkhana is about 20 miles. The Tabriz-Julfa Railway
owns 14 barges, 8 of them iron, and 7 motor tugboats.
The river Tatavan also is used for floating timber from
certain parts of the forest to the lake, but is not as
serviceable as the Soujboulak River.

Swedish November Lumber Export.

November exports from Sweden of lumber and wood
products, excluding paper and pulp products, were
valued at about $7,800,000, states a recent cable from
Commercial Attaché T. O. Klath, Stockholm. The
state of the lumber industry continues prosperous,
while that of the pulp and paper industry is not so
good.

Argentine Lumber Surplus Decreasing.

Lumber is moving more actively into consumption
and stocks are gradually lowering, leading to an im-
provement in the situation, acmrging to a cable from
Commercial Attaché A. V. Dye, Buenos Aires.

State of Netherland Wood-Using Industries at End of Year.

Building has been active, though probably less in
total for 1927 than for 1926, and employment in these
trades is lower. The woodworking industries show im-
provement. Shipbuilding is less active, owing to for-
eign competition. Lumber consumption has been good,
but the market is glutted and sales are often made
below cost, says a cable report from Commercial
Attaché Van Wickel, The Hague.

Doubled Polish Lumber Exports to Germany Possible.

A provisional wood agreement signed on November
30, and effective December 5, 1927, grants to Poland
the right to double its exportations of lumber into
Germany amounting to 1,250,000 cubic meters per year.
(Estimated about 450,000 M, assuming approximately
one-half each logs and lumber.)

The importance of Polish wood supplies to Germany
and the German outlet for Polish wood is indicated by
this provision being the first outcome of the commer-
cial treaty negotiations. An article in the December
19 issue of Coxerce Rerorts showed German lumber
imports for nine months, 1927. The details of the
agreement are given in the Tariffs and Trade Regula-
tions section of this issue of Coderce ReporTs.
